A MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

Dear Cousins and Friends:

As I begin my third and last year as your President, I am grateful to all of the members,
including officers, directors and committee chairmen, for their help and support. Four of our
members have participated in bringing us interesting programs in 1994: Birdie Corbitt, Jan
Stevenson, Alice Roe and George Williams. We are again thankful to First Baptist Church
in America for inviting us to share in its Founders' Sunday worship service.

I am pleased to have communicated with and to have met so many of our out-of-town
cousins. I have had telephone calls and letters from many, many members all over the
country. And it has been a joy to visit with members from many states, some from as far away
as California and Nevada. Please come back.

Corrections to the 1991 Waterman/Winsor volume of Descendants of Roger Williams are
now available. These corrections and additions are the result of your comments in response
to publication of the book. They are all documented. If those who purchased the book wish
to receive them, please let me know. Also, please see the enclosed sheet if you wish to order
a copy of the book.

Our main focus this past year has been the replacement of the missing tombstone of Mary
Sayles, daughter of Roger Williams, and the restoration of the stones of John Sayles, Mary's
husband, and William Greene, their son-in-law. Work has now been completed on the
restoration of the enframement for the three stones and the restoration of the John Sayles and
William Greene stones. We hope this work, including the carving of Mary's replacement
stone, will be completed very soon.

The work has been costly, $7,325 to be exact. The conservation of the enframement for the
three stones and the stones of John Sayles and William Greene amounts to $2,125; the carving
of the replica of Mary's stone is $5,200. We are asking you now to help us in our project. If
you care to contribute, please make your check payable to the Family Association, and note
that it is for the Restoration Fund. (See enclosed sheet.)

We had hoped to receive help for this project from local charitable foundations. However,
in reply to our requests, we were told in general: "We don't do tombstones."

Two years ago, we printed the will of James Williams, father of Roger Williams. We are
pleased now to print the will of Alice (Pemberton) Williams, Roger's mother.

Elsie Williams, Registrar, wishes to remind the membership that, when sending in new
applications for children, relatives or associate members, all of the requested information,
including references, should be furnished. John Prokopowicz continues to update his file on
Daniel® Williams. Please send him your curent data.

We are saddened by the death in December 1993 of Past President Mrs. Clifford Brown.
Mrs. Brown was a leader in church and in many civic and genealogical groups. She served
two terms as the President of the Family Association. She is missed.

The desktop publishing for this Bulletin was done by a member, Jan Stevenson. We are
delighted with her contribution.

i years after my decease (i.e. ten pounds yearly). If he shall not live to receive the
whole one hundred pounds what remaineth unpaid at his decease shall be paid to such
children as he shall leave behind him. )

Item I give to my son Roger Williams now beyond the seas ten pounds yearly to be paid
unto him by my executor for and during the term and space of twenty years next after mﬁ
decease. And if he the said Roger shall not live to recerve the same himself fully in suc
manner as aforesaid then I will what remaineth thereof unpaid at his decease shall be paid to
his wife and to his daughter, if they survive, or to such of them as shall survive. And it is my
will that my executor shall give security to the overseers of this my will for the due payment
of both the said legacies, as well to my eldest son Sidracke Wilﬂams’ as to my son Roger
Williams, in such manner and form as aforesaid b{easslgnment of the lease or leases (of my
dwelling house and other tenements standing and being on that side of the way wherein my
dwelling house is situated) unto the overseers of this my will, or to such other persons as they
shall think fit and indifferent to be trusted, by such sufficient assurance and conveyance
thereof as my said overseers shall think fit and convenient. v

Tomy Katherine the now wife of John Davies, clerk, twenty pounds yearly for and
during the like term and space of twenty years next after my decease. In case of her death
what remains unpaid &c. shall be paid as follows, the one half to the children she had by her
former husband Ralph Wightman deceased, or to the survivor of them, and the other half to
the said John Davies, if he shall survive, or to his children by my said daughter, or to the
survivor of them. Security to be given for such payment out of the lease of the messuage or
tenement called the Harrow in Cow Lane, over against my dwelling house on the other side
of the way, and of three several tenements backside next adjoining.

To her brother
Roger Bryan forty sl:gmgs To Alice, the wife of Robert Barthorpp, the ten pounds which her
husband oweth me and ten pounds more and my bible and my tawney rug. More to the said
Robert Barthorpp and his wife five pounds to buy them blacks for mourning and twenty
shillings apiece to their three children. To my said son Sidracke Williams for blacks for his
mourning three pounds and to my said son John Davies for blacks for himself his wife and
children ten pounds. To my maid servant now dwellin%ex:/tith me my gown and kirtle with the
embroidered lace and ten shillings. To my godson Robert Wolly twenty shillings, and to my
other two god sons Tobyas Harvest and John Walker ten shillings apiece. To the poor of St.
Sepulchres seven pounds, in bread or otherwise, about the time of my funeral, and forty
shillings to be at that time bestowed upon a supper for my tenants at the house over the way
called the Harrow. To my said son John Davies, my loving friend and neighbor John May,
scrivener, my good friend Robert Kinge, clothworker, and to the aforesaid Robert Barthropp
ggxi' their pains to be taken for me in assisting my executor as overseers of this my will twenty

llings apiece.

All the rest and residue of my goods &c. &c. to my son Robert Williams, he paying my
debts and legacies and performing my funeral and I make, constitute and ordain the said
Robert Williams my full and sole executor.
